Hearty Tuscan Soup
1/2 tsp Italian

seasoning

1 tsp salt

3 medium unpeeled
russet potatoes,
halved lengthwise
and thinly sliced

2 cups packed torn
stemmed kale leaves
1 cup half-and-half
or whipping cream.

1 tsp olive oill

1 Ib bulk mild or hot
ltalian sausage

1 med onion, chopped

3 cloves garlic, minced

1/4 cup all-purpose flour

5 cups chicken broth

(Try this favorite from last month's meal!)

Heat oil in large sauce pan over medium-high
heat. Add sausage; cook until it begins to
brown, stirring to break up meat. Add onion
and garlic; cook until onion is softened and
sausage is browned, stirring occasionally. Stir
in flour until blended. Add broth, salt and Italian
seasoning; bring to a boil. Stir in potatoes and
kale. Reduce heat to med-low; cook 15-20
minutes or until potatoes are fork tender.
Reduce heat to low; stir in half —and-half.
Cook about & minutes or until heated through.
